Notes on our “O” r oll Kits
     We have made space-saving a must in designing all of our equipment without sacrificing quality. All 6 instruments will
easi ly fi t in any upright piano without modifying the case! You do not need to use plain Jane old player piano cases. Use
the delightful antique uprights to convert!
     Before beginning installation, make sure all the necessary piano work is done, especially action work. If you wish to do
the work yourself, you may order repair books, parts and tools.
     The "O" roll will have from 10 to 15 songs with automatic rewind and play standard. The scale is in the manual. The
coin operated pianos are turned off at the end of each song unless you put a piece of tape over the coin trip hole. Then you
can play 2 songs or more per quarter. If you put an extra hole in line with the coin trip hole you can force a 50 cent play
or more. Using tape and holes you can have 3 songs for two quarters, etc.
     The suction motor has two sides on an "O" roll unit, the primary side which has full vacuum at all times and the
Secondary side which has regulated air and is turned off on rewind to prevent backwards playing. The primary air operated
pneumatics required to function while the unit is in rewind such as the rewind pneumatic and rewind lock and cancel. The
coin trip uses secondary air.
     There is a third vacuum system as well. This is a cutout for secondary instruments such as the glockenspiel. It can be
operated by a Lock and Cancel device which will turn it on and off as the roll requires it to.
     You may use our vacuum cut-outs to control instruments.
     We also supply primary valves. They allow you to operate more than one instrument from a single tracker bar hole such
as Piano and Glock or piano, Glock and pipes. They also allow the tubing to be much longer without interfering with the
operation. The signal tube from the tracker bar operates the primary valve which in turn operates 2 or more other pneumatic
devices.
     Our Calliope pipes operate satisfactorily without a pressure reservoir. However, some applications may exist.
     Out units play fine without a vacuum reservoir, however some applications may exist as well. Such as when the piano
is expected to play at very low volumes for extended times.
     The "O" roll system has 88 holes plus play and rewind. With 66 playing notes you are left with 22 holes to operate
various instruments and expression systems. The first 19 holes from left to right (not counting the large play hole) are for
instrumentation. The #20 hole is the first playing note (E) which is the second E on the keyboard counting from left to right.
#85 hole is the last playing note and the holes #86-#88 are for instruments. All holes from #20 to #85 are for piano notes.
     If a more powerful bass is desired then we supply a double bass kit for 12 extra bass notes tubed to the last 12 regular
pneumatics on the left.
     The "O" roll system uses a solo register. This is the last 24 notes on the right. Holes #61 through #85. The arranger will
place the melody within this section while the primary or secondary instruments are engaged. This is why a vacuum cut
out is used on the Glock or pipes.
     The "O" roll system uses a lock and cancel device. This device simply turns on when there is a momentary signal then
waits for a momentary signal to turn it off. This eliminates the need for long perforations in the roll which may wear easily.

     Allow 6 to 8 weeks for delivery.  Large instruments must be shipped crated in plywood with skids for forklift. One year replace-
ment guarantee on all parts. Maintenance instructions available especially for the lar ger commercial models.  Our modular system
makes maintenance a breeze for your staff .

     All Ragtime MIDI components will daisy chain to the next one with a simple 2 wire MIDI cord.  Maximum distance between
processors is 50 ft.  Maximum number of processors is 16 unless wireless MIDI is used.  Then there is virtually no limit.  The length
of time sound travels is about 1,000 ft per second.  This will cause a lag in music when the instrument are placed too far apart.  Sound
waves are the biggest limiting factor.

     Ragtime Automated Music, af fectionately known by many as just Ragtime, was founded in 1971 by Ken Caulkins of Modesto, Califor-
nia.  Upon building his first nickelodeon, the Gallo family had him entertain at many parties and picnics.  Bob Gallo even orde red one for
his home.  Many guests at the party ordered custom nickelodeons in the 1970’s and thus began the nickelodeon company that has b een
responsible for the construction of nearly 8,000 instruments.  Also in the ‘70s, Paramount Pictures purchased a Ragtime Nickelodeon for
the set of Cheers where it can still be seen in the reruns.  Other movies, amusement parks, wax museums, circuses, carnivals and miniature
golf courses as well as pizza parlors and restaurants use Ragtime products to entertain their customers.  In the 1980’s , The Sharper Image
took their nickelodeons to mass market with pianos in more than 50 stores.  They sold hundreds, and kept Ragtime busy for years and too
busy to develop new products for awhile.  In  the 1990s, Ragtime developed the MIDI acoustic orchestra.  Ragtime also was given  the
distinguished honor of being on the cover of the Hammacher Schlemmer catalog.  W ith MIDI devices being a large part of Ragtime’s
business, the decision was made to produce a product line of MIDI products.
     Ragtime produces 90% of their components in their modern facility.   Although many of the small parts are manufactured with automa-
tion, the cabinets and final assembly are still done by hand.  Their research and development department contains automated plastic
injection machines, CNC mill, electron discharge machine, and a complete tool and die shop.  Also well equipped is their wood p rototype
shop capable of turning out a finished product in days to match their newly conceived or specially ordered product.
     Many Ragtime custom products are not pictured in this catalog.  MIDI units are priced from $3,000 to $150,000.   However R agtime
keeps many standard items in stock.
     Ragtime MIDI valves use a small electric current (120 ohm, 12 volts DC) to operate.  The signal processor decodes the MIDI bit stream
into electrical impulses. These impulses are picked up at the terminal strip and wired to each corresponding MIDI valve.  The operation is
very simple.  Simply attach note number one MIDI valve to output number one, etc.  The MIDI sequence is produced by a software
program either in a computer or a MIDI data filer.   The MIDI bit stream is carried on one wire with a ground.  You only need two wires to
connect two processors together.   You may connect up to 16 processors.  Each processor uses the same MIDI bit stream.  The information
contains channel numbers.  You may have up to 16 channels.  Each processor is programmable.  You may decide which channels it
recognizes for its outputs.  You may also partition your processor.   This is easy using the W indows compatible program included.  The
partitions can be outputs that each channel addresses and the MIDI notes they recognize.  You simply tell it which output to activate with
which MIDI note.  W e supply you with a suggested MIDI map of outputs and MIDI notes on page 21.  Each unit comes pre programmed
but you may easily change it.  Each processor has 128 outputs for a total of 2,048 possible outputs per MIDI song.  This gives a lot of room
to expand the MIDI orchestra.  One output can equal one note or one drum.  In either case it is just one actuator.
     All Ragtime components are modular.  Simply loosen a screw, unplug the vacuum supply line and replace.  Service or expansion is a
breeze.

Some of the advantages of pneumatics are: 1.  No contacts to burn out like with solenoids.  2.  Air must be available to operat e the
saxophone, pipes and accordion anyway, so pneumatics make good use of the vacuum available.  3.  Pneumatics give a more linear
stroke than a solenoid which results in a more human touch.  4.  Our MIDI valves work on such a low current that they can even work in
the rain for certain projects. 5.  Faster and more easily synchonized than solenoids.

     All Ragtime pneumatics contain their valve and bleed within the unit itself. Just simply mount the pneumatic unit to a piece of 1/2" steel
rod and use it to strike or lift anything you wish within the limits of its strength. We have provided you with a convenient 1/ 8" hole in the
end of the bottom for beater rods or under keybed contacts.  3 holes in the side at various locations are there to mount a spring, a reiterator
valve or just to hook them together for more strength. We have provided a lint screen on the top of each valve hole. There is a lso a rubber
bumper that slides in the end of the bottom piece for quiet operation. A slip-on elbow is included with each pneumatic to make tight right
turns with the tubing without kinking it. You may leave off the elbow and come out straight if you wish. A 7/16" hose will connect them to
their vacuum source or each other.

One definite advantage  to all Ragtime MIDI units is the ability to be in continuous duty .  Even our basic electronic MIDI
valve can be left on for days without overheating.  No other digital acoustic piano can say this.   In fact just a few seconds left
on and all the other digital pianos will have to have a new solenoid installed.

The unit can be unplugged and plugged back in without triggering a system hang-up, it will
simply autoscan for errors and start up.

The  Pneumatic power system of all our units is an Ametek Lamb standard vacuum motor in a soundproof housing.
Runs on 110 /120 volts 50 or 60 cycle.  Any Ragtime system with pipes uses a peripheral bypass suction motor (wet dry
type). Housed in a sound proof housing with an external cooling fan to keep the air temperature from rising and making the
pipes go out of tune. Commercial systems with 24 hour use must have the continuous 20 year life-span brushless motor
made by AMETEK LAMB.

Pneumatic Actions -  Exclusively patented Ragtime vacuum operated pneumatics.  The relationship of vacuum
pneumatics to atmospheric pressure provides a universal constant ideal for synchronization of all actions. Each pneumatic
is snapped on to a 1/2” bar.   It is  modular  for easy service.  Replacement is a snap, but hardly ever necessary.  Running on air,
there is l i ttle to wear out.  W ear and tear shows up more on the actual musical instruments.  After 2 years of 24 hour service,
you can expect some wear on the drum heads, piano hammers etc.  Replacement will probably not be necessary, but when it
i s, service is a cinch.  W e make sure that all components are as easy as possible to get to.  All the pneumatics are the same,
so you need only a few on hand for the just in case situation.

The Ragtime MIDI trigger valves are pressed  in as well.  Just twist gently and pull.  It comes right out for repair or
replacement. Connections are with gold plated Milmax connectors.  Just push in a 24 gauge wire.  Replacement is done
without tools but is  rarely needed but just in case it is easy to do.

Likely problems?  W e have seen more damage done by improper handling by the cleanup crew than from wear.
Make sure that light feather dusters or compressed air are used, not cleaning rags which can snag a wire from it’s connection.
Guitar pluckers have not been seen to break yet but if they do they are easily replaced in less than 5 minutes since the action
actually snaps in.  MPEG movies are included on the hardrive for routine maintenance techniques including how to tune a
gui tar.  The included Intellitouch tuner makes tuning practically automatic.   Just center the meter and it’s tuned (average
tuning time, 2  minutes).  No musical experience is necessary.   String replacement is as easy as on a regular guitar, provided
it is mounted close to the ground.  Some large attractions require ceiling mounted units.  For this reason we employ a steel
frame behind all guitars which helps to keep them in tune.

Linking - Simply run a standard 5 pin DIN cable less than 50’ long from one processor to the next.  Each unit has a
MIDI in and a MIDI out.  These are so labeled and use them to link Ragtime units together for greater performances.
You have two limitations  using our MIDI system.

1. No MIDI cable can be more than 50’ long each before it goes into a processor without amplification.
2. No more than 16 processors can be hooked together without a wireless transmitter.

  After that there is a geographic limitation. As with all live bands, sound travels about 1200 ft. per second so if two
instruments are placed 120 ft. apart and you are standing next to one of them, the sound from the other one will not reach you
until about 1/10 of a second later!  A flamenco guitarist strumming rapidly strikes about 30 strings a second and you can hear
the time between strings. If you plan to have a very large system, the audience must be roughly equal distant from all
instruments within 50 ft. or so.  A stage wrapping around the audience could lead to physical timing problems due only to the
speed of sound.  Keep the instruments contained within a 75’ radius if possible.

Ragtime Music systems have profound results especially because of the  synchronized instruments , however the
physical limitation of the speed of sound limits the size and placement of the audience.  Files can be customized to recognize
distance for specialized projects.  W e have a video tape showing good examples of Instrument placement and instrument
combinations. Let us know if you would like one.

Our system controls the lights as well.  Each instrument can have a light which is automatically activated when the
instrument it points at is played.

Ragtime MIDI units operating Instructions

 First of all, It is not necessary for you know much about the computer except to add new songs from floppy disks or e-
mail.  Since it comes with many free songs, you may never feel the need.
Simple operation:

1. Plug the unit into a 1 10/120 volt 50or 60 cycle AC power source. If you will operate the unit in a country
where 240/250 volt, 50 cycle is the standard you must purchase a drop down transformer providing approximately 10
amps at 1 10\120 volts AC 50 or 60 cycles at the low side.

2.  If you have a coin operated unit, the unit will automatically power up and the computer inside will load all
appropriate programs automatically and be ready to accept coins in about 3 minutes. Simply touch the screen for the
Music category you want to hear.  Select the song and touch pick.  The song begins to play.

3. Ragtime coin operated units do not have manual on switches.  This helps lengthen the life span since it
cannot be accidently left running.  The laptop is always running and turns the motor on when a coin is inserted. The
basic motor which powers the unit has an approximate 1,500 hour brush life.  It is a readily available motor and can be
found in all small cities world wide.  Just take it in for brush replacement to any vacuum cleaner repair shop.  1,500
hours seems to last the average family more than 15 years.  Coin operated units should see about $22,500 in revenue at
50 cents per play before needing brushes. Standard (push pull) Coin mechs can be set for from 1 to 4 coins to play.   Bill
acceptors take all denominations from 1 to 20 as well as foreign currency from all countries.  The amount of credit per
bill is adjustable. Credit card acceptors are available as well. Electronic coin ops are available for multiple coins.  Our
Software is adjustable for credits to coins ratio.  Partial credits are automatically added and subtracted by the software.
Adding Songs:  (This manual assumes that you have a basic understanding of Microsoft W indows.)

1. Place the 3 1/2” 1.44 MB floppy disc containing new songs into the drive bay located in the front of the
laptop computer.   I n gui tar, ukulele and banjo units, open the bottom door and the drive bay is just behind the front
panel.

2. Place the song files on the C:\ drive. To make this easy we may have placed two shortcuts on the screen.  Just
tap on Download area and make the screen small by dragging the corner in.  Then tap on Upload area and make the
screen small.  Drag the folder marked Catalog in the download area to the folder displayed in the Upload area.  It’s  that
simple. Continous duty motors are available for an additional charg e.

1. Ragtime Guitar ,Ukulele, Bass guitar and Banjo require special programming of the song files to play.   The
unit does not simply operate by notes like the piano.  They use fretter and plucker signals which must be coded within
the music.  You must acquire new guitar song files from us.

2.  Ragtime pianos are general MIDI.  Sim ply put, any MIDI song file will play the unit, however the home
units which are not coin operated require the manual switch to be turned on if it has one.  All Ragtime MIDI units
contain an automatic power on relay, but the signal must be present within the song file in order to operate.  If you wish
to use this feature with songs of your own, you must purchase the Ragtime Coin drop program as well as the Cakewalk
8.0 sequencing program.  Then it is a simple keystroke to add the relay signal, and you will not have to turn the unit on
manually.
Diagnostics-

1.  Located in Start/Programs  is a diagnostics program called Octet Designs.  This program allows firmware
and partition changes if desired and for this requires that both MIDI in and out are connected to the computer.   You may
need to purchase a 5’ long MIDI cable at a local music store to access diagnostics.  For the most part, you may never
need to.  If you do however, then locate the MIDI in port.  You can simply follow the parallel cable from the laptop.  On
the small case attached to the cable you will see MIDI IN.  Attach one  end of the cable here and attach the other end to
the MIDI out port located on the back of the coin operated unit.  If you have a piano, you may have to locate the
processor and attach the cable there.  There will be only one open port.  Attach the cable there. The OCTET designs
program has a step by step diagnostics if you wish to use it.

     Ragtime was founded by Ken Caulkins in 1971.  The original design was to be electronic with solenoids and an 8 track or cassette player
instead of pneumatics and a paper roll.  Research soon concluded that the paper roll was definitely more authentic  and since the recording
industry was ever changing the 8 track or cassette may soon become obsolete.  The decision was made to go with authenticity.  Paper rolls
have been around for a century now and many of the original rolls can still be used,  however try to find a place that sells 8 track tape players.
It looks as though the decision was a good one.  Besides being authentic, paper rolls are interesting.  When is the last time anyone you know
spent even 1 minute watching a cassette tape go around?  People watch the rolls and show their children how the holes in the paper generate
a note on the piano.  They soon learn that each hole represents a different action.  Besides being more interesting they also last longer.  Paper
rolls have been known to still play after 100 years.  Even the best magnetic tape can't say that.   Player pianos technicians are already familiar
with pneumatics and can easily service the authentic mechanisms.  All of our band organs use vacuum and pressure to operate the  pipes
and other instruments anyway, so pneumatics is naturally the best choice.
     You could probably count nearly 8,000 Ragtime piano conversions, not including Ragtime band organs if you knew where to look.  The
problem is they are mostly in private collections.  Ragtime has just recently begun doing international shows and expositions.  You may
start noticing our products in public places.  Try Euro-Disney, Hollywood  Wax Museums, Ripley's Believe It Or Not Museums, numerous
locations in Branson, Las Vegas and Cripple Creek.  The Gran Pa Pa chain in Japan now has installed four band organs in four of their stores
and have just requested more.  You can find our instruments in Guam, Singapore, The Aleutian Islands, The Virgin Islands, Bermu da,
England, Ireland, Luxemburg, Denmark, Switzerland, Germany and we have just sold some of our largest units to a new customer in
Holland. Watch for our Products at Universal Studios, Bush Gardens , Marine World and numerous antique shops through out the world.
We have installed several band organs in commercial carousel operations lately.  Boom Town in Nevada, City of  St. Catherines in Canada,
Mall of America  in Minneapolis and many other Mall carousels display our band organs.  The sound is good and the operation authentic.
The volume can be turned down to accommodate the mall management.  Extended warranties are available, however in private use service
may never be needed since the machines are built for constant commercial applications.  For this reason you will find that the Ragtime service
line is never too busy to answer your call. (209)634-8475 try it!  As you can tell from this Catalog, all of our products are of a unit block
construction.  This means that parts replacement is simply a snap!  In commercial applications this is important.  Down time must be kept
to a minimum.  A more than 5 minute service problem would be a rare thing indeed.
     MIDI has been around long enough now to be considered virtually standard and permanent.  For those who long to create their own
music for orchestrions or band organs an interface can be purchased which will allow playback, record and composition.  Program s are
available for the personal computer which can even read sheet music from a scanner.  One of the programs for musical composition and
MIDI interface refers to the piano roll method of composition.  This is where the notes go by like a piano roll and you may edi t them in
real time or slow it to a crawl.    Direct playing of the piano and editing the music for the percussion is available too.  In conjunction with
Playrite Music Roll Co. we have developed a MIDI interface to the roll perforator.  This means that you could send us your floppy disc
to produce an authentic paper roll from your floppy composition!  If you only have the program and not the interface you would need to
convert your MIDI file to a paper roll .  This system is of particular value to those building unusual instruments of which pap er rolls are
not yet available.  We offer the Jamaican Steel Drum band organ but  Island Music  is only  available on  MIDI.    One customer expressed
interest in a machine that plays jungle music on hollow logs for his circus act. This is easily done with Ragtime pneumatic products but
the operation must have music. MIDI files are a perfect match.
     Some Ragtime customers have already added MIDI interface to their band organs and their reasons vary.  Some like tapping i n to an
on-line library of music, while others say it's for the unlimited playing of music from their computer's hard drive.  Composition would have
to be a good reason for those who are musically inclined.  If you desire more information on this subject you will have to call Ken Caulkins
on his personal line at (209) 735-0767.

     Musical Instrument Digital Interface.  You can improve the response of your instrument as well as the selection of songs with MIDI.
The paper roll slides over the tracker bar hole gradually until the incoming air overcomes the bleed of the pouch.  This is somewhere
around 1/3 open.  The pneumatic responds and then the hole gradually becomes covered again until the bleed takes charge and the
pneumatic is “switched off ”.  W ith our MIDI valves, a very small electric signal of 12 volts causes the valve to open immediately and
overcomes the bleed. Even mar ginal pneumatics find new life when the air signal is so close to the valve.  Eliminate line resistance almost
entirely by mounting the MIDI valve against the valve chest of your instrument.  Since our MIDI vlaves are installed with a sim ple T
connector, there is no intrusion.  Installation is fast and simple.  Our signal processor include a pre numbered soldering strip to keep y our
signals in order.  Simply cut the rubber tubing near the primary valve and insert our T and attach the MIDI valve to it.  When the roll is
stopped between songs and the tracker bar is covered the MIDI valve can take control.

Simply start at the left side of the pneumatic stack and attach to the left side
of the processor board.  Check the numbers against the MIDI map provided and start to solder.  Once you have finished the wiring you may
hook the terminal strip to the processor.   Then the processor is hooked via the 2 wires in the MIDI cable to a computer or MIDI data player.
On a computer it simply goes to the MIDI out of your sound card.  The MIDI player operates like a tape deck.  Forward, rewind, select.
Software such as Cakewalk makes rearranging music a breeze for anyone who cares to try.   You may download files from the internet and

play them directly on our MIDI instruments.  Some channel arranging may be necessary.  Channel maps are included in this booklet.

MIDI- (Musical Instrument Digital Interface)  MIDI allows a computer to interface with a synthesizer or in this case acoustical  instru-
ments.

In order for the MIDI piano to sound complete and to turn on automatically,  all other instrument channels must be addressed and their
partitions in the processor firmware   must be set to midi notes 28-124 equal outputs 28 to 124 if the instrument is not contained within the
orchestrion, ie:  Ch. 15  will be  28-124 = 28-124 when there is no marimba.  It will be Ch. 15 -  70-93 = 62-85 when it is there.  This allows
us to make only one arrangement that will play on many combinations.

    Each UM-128 processor has 128 outputs .  The standard available current is  250 ma  at 12 volts per output.  The power
processor has 500 ma  at 12 volts available per output.

You may not connect anything else with the sa me output pin as
the pipe valve, however two  miniature MIDI valves  may be operated by one output pin but not three valves on one pin. If you must connect multiple
valves to a single pin then you must use our power processor which can operate two pipe valves or 4 mini valves.

Rearranging  - Music rarely needs to be arranged due to the large selection of available tunes on the internet.  However,
to achieve dramatic results one must rearrange the channel assignments and occasionally the key.   When selecting channels
for each tune refer to the above staff view.  For example, you have downloaded a classical piece written for orchestra.  It
contains a musical score for flute.  You notice that the highest note and the lowest note requested in the piece fall within the
range of the MO38 pipes.  This one would be perfect to assign to channel 12 - pipes.  When the processor sees this, all the
notes on channel 12 will be directed towards the Ragtime flute pipes.  Likewise if you’re working on a calypso piece and
it calls for steel drums in the range of our 47 note steel drum ensemble then you will change the channel to 5.  If the steel
drum melody is high and falls into the range of the Melody pan then you will choose channel 6.

If you are working on a piece that is written for alto sax and it falls in the range of the accordion then choose channel 8.
Channel 10  is always general MIDI drums.  Never transpose channel 10.  If you want to transpose the song you are
working on be sure to deselect channel 10 first.
Channel 1  is usually piano.  W e use channel 1 too.

Transposing  - Sometimes the melody is just a few notes higher than the range of the instrument you are playing.  When
this happens make sure you select all the instruments except the drums on channel 10 and then transpose the song down
until it falls in the proper range.  If the bass notes fall out of range and you want them to sound, you must select just the bass
notes and move up by a function of 12 half steps.  There are 12 half-steps in an octave.  You must always move individual
instruments by 12 half steps either up or down.  To move notes up or down by a number other than 12 you must select all
instruments except the drums .

Copying  -  The music is kept on a track for each instrument.  There are more than 200 tracks available. A track is just a
line.  It has no musical significance other that holding information. If you are working with a song that has only a few tracks
and you want more just select the track and click on copy.  Select a new track number and click on paste.  You now have a
new track which can be transposed for another instrument such as glockenspiel, offset for a marimba effect  or just used
the way it is.  Perhaps you want to have a piano duet.  Just assign one track to channel 3 and the other track to channel 4.  I f
the tracks contain dif ferent notes such as theme and accompaniment then you will have your two pianos playing diff erent
parts f or a  duet.  You can rearrange a piece intended for piano in this manner and end up with 6 tracks for 5 additional
instruments. To produce a marimba ef fect for steel drums just copy a track and leave it on channel 6.  Shift one track over
a little to produce the same notes as on the other track but a little later.   This will produce double notes or a marimba eff ect.
Transposing by 12 half steps will create the traditional Ragtime walking bass.

  New Rolls being cut each month.  V ideos are placed on YouT ube of a Ragtime instrument actually playing the roll so you can decide
which rolls you want.  One of the changes in our roll production is that we now make 25 tune rolls which have songs lengths of about 1
minute.  This seems to be the limit of most attention spans for coin operated machines in public places. Also these rolls have two coin
drop holes for each song making them 50 cents a play.   The overall result in revenue is much higher than with the 3 minute songs at 25
cents. Most rock and roll and country tunes repeat the chorus 4 or 5 times. This is fine when there are volcals because there i s a story to
listen to, but with only a piano or guitar it can get boring for the employees that have to listen to it playing all day long.  Disneyland has a
10 tune unit playing all day long and someone has cut the cord twice....
 You will enjoy the 25 tune short songs more.  The roll can play over and over and doesn’t get boring.  Enjoy.
